Working with monitor project files 
To create a new project file to monitor your network choose the New menu item from the File menu or select the [image: image7.png]


on the toolbar. A new project will be created. 

To open an existing file choose the Open menu item from the File menu or select the [image: image8.png]


. The Windows system open file dialog will be displayed. Choose the file you want to open and press Open button. 

To save the opened file choose the Save menu item from the File menu or select the [image: image9.png]


. To save the opened file with a new file name choose the Save as menu item from the File menu.

Recent files you worked with could be found in File | Recent . If you have not worked with any files, the menu will be empty.

Working with network items
To add a new computer or server you want to monitor select the Add network item from the Item menu or press the [image: image10.png]


button on the toolbar. A Network item properties dialog box will be displayed.
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There are two tabs in the dialog a General and a Testers. On the General tab you could set main network item properties:
· Name - is a name of host you want to monitor. The name used to distinct the item in the list only. It is not a network name. It may be a name of the user or any other name you want. 

· IP address - is an IP address of remote host. If the name is null then the Network name property will be used to find computer in your network or in the Internet. 

· Network name - is a network or a domain name of the computer or server you want to monitor. The property will be used to find computer in your network or in the Internet, when IP address is null. 

· Kind - is a kind of the computer or server you want to monitor. There are four kinds: 

· Computer 

· Notebook 

· Server 

· Printer 

· Group - is a name of the group. You could group your network items for better appearance. 

· Enable - the item will be monitored when the Enable property is checked. 
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On the Testers tab you may select the test method that will be used to monitor remote computer or server. At the time the Careful Observer supports two methods: ping and port. Select your prefered method from the Kind list. There are some additional properties on the Tester tab: 
· Interval - is a time delay between tests. 

· Port - is a port number you want to monitor. The property available if the Kind property is Port only 



Edit selected host
To edit a selected computer or server select the Edit selected item from the Item menu or press the [image: image13.png]


button on the toolbar. 



Delete selected host
To delete a selected computer or server select the Delete selected from the Item menu or press the [image: image14.png]


button on the toolbar. 

Test item state and monitoring
You can use various methods to test host availability in CyD Careful Observer (Network Monitor). All these methods are described on this page.

One time check

To test the selected computer or server select the Check selected item state from the Item menu or press the [image: image15.png]<,



button on the toolbar. 

To test all computers and/or servers in your project select the Check all item's state from the Item menu or press the [image: image16.png]


button on the toolbar. 



Automatic monitoring
Project items will not tested automatically while you start monitoring. 

To start monitoring for the opened project select the Start monitor from the Project menu or press the [image: image17.png]


button on the toolbar. After that all items will be tested automatically in specified in the item's properties interval. 

To stop monitoring for the opened project select the Stop monitor from the Project menu or press the [image: image18.png]


button on the toolbar. 
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
